Prayer of the Week 

Baptism  
 

Baptism is a sacrament that celebrates our faith in Christ. Obviously, infants are in no position to make a faith decision to 

accept Christ's salvation. They cannot and do not choose to become members of the church. Parents who present their     

children to be baptized, therefore, accept the responsibility for their child to learn about God and to develop a sense of the 

holy through their involvement with a faith community. The rite of baptism makes it very clear that parents present their 

children to Christ and to the church. In turn, the church blesses the parents as the child's first Christian teachers. In reflecting 

on this awesome task, parents should remember that they have received God's special call and God's special grace to help to 

form their children in the faith.  
 

Baptism Journey  
 

Every baptism is a new beginning. It is the first formal step on the journey to being a full and complete Christian. Is that 

journey ever complete? Probably not. We continue Sunday after Sunday to be molded into the Body of Christ. Actually, the 

season of Lent has as its purpose the renewal of our baptism commitment. The more we understand this approach to the   

sacrament of baptism, the more we will appreciate the importance of our weekly experience of a faith community. That's 

what connects us and supports our spiritual growth.    
 

Baptistry  

Baptism is the first and most important step on our journey into the life we have in Christ.  Each time we come into church, 

we should be reminded in some way that it was through the sacrament of baptism that we became part of God's family.  For 

this reason, the preferred place for the baptistry is at the entrance to the church building. Each time you come into the church 

building, dip your hand into the holy water of life. The whole point of blessing ourselves as we come into the church has 

always been to remind ourselves of the life we share through baptism. Often Sunday celebrations use the symbol of       

sprinkling of holy water as part of the gathering rite. This, too, is a reminder of our baptism and the common promises we 

made.

Pope Saint John XXIII 
 

On October 11th the Church celebrates the Memorial of 

Pope Saint John XXIII. Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli was 

born at Sotto il Monte, Italy in 1881. Ordained a priest at 

twenty-two, he spent a decade as secretary to the bishop of 

Bergamo. In 1925, he was sent as apostolic visitor to     

Bulgaria and remained there ten years. He then served as 

apostolic delegate in Turkey and Greece until 1944. At the 

end of the Second World War he was papal nuncio in Paris 

and later patriarch of Venice. In 1958, he was elected pope. 

He labored for peace and to hold the Second Vatican  

Council, the purpose of which was to find the best ways to 

fit traditional doctrine to modern realities. He died on June 

3, 1963 and was canonized by Pope Francis on April 27, 

2014. His body lies incorrupt in St. Peter’s in Rome. A 

seminary for second career vocations in Weston, MA, to 

which both Fr. Dan and Fr. Matt attended, is named after 

Pope Saint John XXIII.
